Before David was a giant slayer, warrior, and Israel’s King, he was a humble shepherd boy

DAVID’S SUBMISSION
So David came to Saul and stood before him. And [Saul] loved him
greatly, and [David] became his armorbearer. 1 Samuel 16:21 — NKJV

°  David occasionally went and returned from Saul to feed his father’s sheep at Bethlehem...
