WHY PRAY?

Prayer is communication with God. We commune with Him through prayer!

TYPES OF PRAYER... (See - Timothy 2:1):

SUPPLICATIONS - Simple requests you ask God on your own behalf (regular daily
needs)
PRAYERS - Earnest and "out loud" prayers that you pray on your behalf (urgent needs, desperation)
INTERCESSION — Are pleas on behalf of someone or something (intercede for another)
THANKSGIVING - Are expressions of gratitude for others
WAITING - Waiting to hear from God (Psalm 5:3) or receive strength from Him (lsaiah 40:31)
CONFESSION - Confessing your sins to God
"If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us

our sins and purify us from all unrighteousness. (1 John 1:9 - NIV)."
PRAYING THE WORD - Taking prayers or passages of Scripture and making them your prayer.
